e Morning voyages depart the dock at 9:00 a.m. and return at 12:30 p.m. Afternoon voyages
depart at 1:30 p.m. and return at 5:00 p.m. Please arrange to arrive 30 minutes prior to the
departure times to use restrooms, get organized and ensure that you are on the ship when it
leaves the dock.

e FEach voyage needs at least 4 accompanying adults, teachers included. (optimal 8, no more
than 12). This is per voyage, not per class. (Most voyages accommodate 2 classes.)

e Ifyour class has any special needs (e.g. students in wheelchairs, crutches) please notify the
Marine Science Institute at (650) 364-2760 well ahead of the date of your voyage. We will
arrange for accommodations

e No smoking or alcoholic beverages are allowed.

e Dress in layers for changing weather. Closed-toed, closed heeled shoes on everyone. Hats
that won’t blow off. No umbrellas.

e Trips do not cancel because of rain. You will be outside regardless of weather conditions.
e Bring water. You can bring a non-messy, non-crumbly snack i.e. granola bar/fruit roll up.
e The ship departs from the dock at Pittsburg Marina, 51 Marina Blvd, Pittsburg, CA 94565
e For day-of questions or concerns, please contact the ship cell phone at (650) 455-8113.
